Mike Mercer Student/Young Adult Scholarship Fund
Mike Mercer was a dedicated teacher and environmental education specialist with Seattle Public Utilities for the past 27 years. He died suddenly on July 13, 2007, of a massive heart attack. He was active in environmental education all his adult life, first as a teacher here in Washington State, and then in Australia, followed by a long and distinguished career with the City of Seattle. Mike worked hard to open up environmental learning to disadvantaged youth, many of whom would never have had a real opportunity to explore and learn about the natural world. 
The Mike Mercer Youth Scholarship Fund for Environmental Education provides, in part, scholarships to increase student and young adult attendance at the Environmental Education Association of Washington annual conference. These scholarships target at-risk, disadvantaged and/or diverse young adults, as well as students who qualify based on financial need. Preference will be given to applicants who cannot participate in the conference without financial assistance. All scholarships will be awarded based on individual circumstances (greatest need and/or those who have not had an opportunity to attend the EEAW conference before). To qualify, applicants must be 25 years old or younger. Funds are limited. All information is confidential, and recipients will be limited to one scholarship per year. 
DEADLINE for scholarship application is Friday, October 5, 2007. (Please note that the Early Bird registration deadline will be waived for scholarship recipients.) Applicants will be notified of the decision of the selection committee by October 15, 2007.
The scholarship criteria will be based on the following:

· To provide entrance opportunities for students and young adults who do not have the means to attend the annual EEAW conference; and

· To help fund one or more students and/or young adults (with emphasis on those who are in greatest need, or who have not previously attended an environmental education conference) to participate in the EEAW conference.
